ATLAS

The Atlas Cabernet Sauvignon takes its name from the Titan god,
Atlas, who bears the weight of the world and heavens on his
shoulders. Now this bottling also has a connection to the Atlas
Peak viticultural area. This remarkably powerful and nuanced
Cabernet gets its character from this single vineyard on Atlas
Peak, with impressively rocky volcanic soils and an unusual east
facing aspect which benefits from cool morning sun and afternoon
shading.
